Do I need to submit an IRB Application?

If you answer no to any of these questions, you will need to submit an IRB application.

1. Is your research conducted in an established or commonly accepted educational setting and involved normal educational practices?

2. Is your research simply observing public behavior?

3. If your research is more than public observation, is participation in your research voluntary?

If you answer yes to any of the following questions, an IRB application must be submitted.

4. Does your research involve minors?

5. Does your research involve anyone who is mentally handicapped?

6. Does your research involve prisoners?

7. Will you be collecting any personal information (i.e. names, phone numbers, spending habits)

8. Are any of your participants currently elected or candidates for a public office?

9. Does your research involve the ingestion of any type of food or substance?

Known Exemptions:

· Academic Assessment
· End of Course Surveys

· Instructor Observation

· Interviews for Hiring Personnel

· Voluntary surveys conducted within a classroom for educational purposes
If there is any doubt regarding the necessity of an IRB approval, 
please submit an application to the IRB.
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
